Opening Welcome & Updates	DeAngela Burns-Wallace, CITO
· CITO DeAngela Burns-Wallace welcomed everyone. There has been an increase in Covid numbers, and it is still impacting agencies. The guidance has not changed. The legislators are coming back for interim sessions. The link to watch the JCIT session tomorrow is at the bottom of the agenda. 

Kansas Cybersecurity Task Force Update 	Jeff Maxon, CISO
· The federal government has not yet provided us with a funding notice for the grant. We should hear something by the end of the month. As one of the requirements, the state must submit one plan to CISA (Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency). There are still positions to be filled on the Information Security Council, which will be used as the steering committee for the grant. Cybersecurity Awareness month is October. The executive branch security surveys are due October 16th, as required by statute. The annual Kansas Cyber Summit for executives will be done differently this year, it will be more of a tabletop exercise. The Texas A&M extension school will conduct the cyber incident training. We are in the planning stages of setting up inaugural cybersecurity training starting later this month. 

ITEC Policy Updates	Jeff Maxon, CISO; Alex Wong, CITA
· Workgroup 7200 – CISO Jeff Maxon reported that it has been three years since the last policy revision.  We are planning to set up a working group to work on the next update and will be looking for volunteers from the agencies. The plan is to start the policy review by the end of the year. 

· Workgroup 1100 & 1500 – CITA Alex Wong expressed appreciation and thanked everyone who has volunteered to serve on these working groups. We are working on drafting both the policies and the standards. 

· Workgroup 9500 – We are working towards finishing the first draft of the policy and standard documents. 

· Workgroup 2000 – The drafts of the policies and standards are being sent out for feedback. The 2400 and 2430 policies have been combined due to the overlap of the processes with the automation project. We will be sending out the draft documents for review and feedback after this meeting. The plan is to introduce these at the next ITEC meeting in September for review and feedback.
